What books have you read that mix 
genres well?

• Visit Agatha Christie’s website, www.agathachristie.com, and learn more about the characters 
from her many books.  Create your own character sketch, incorporating all traits, for your own 
original book character.   

• Find a group of friends and dramatize one of Miss Marple’s short stories.  Create character 
voices and cut the story into a read-aloud performance!

Write your own short story and invite others to come and be 
characters in your story.  Was the mystery solved? 

• Explore the more recently published Kinsey Milhone Mystery series by Sue Grafton.  Compare 
and contrast her stories to Agatha Christie’s novels.
